It is important that children are admitted to school according to their chronological age and 
readiness for school. 

Guidelines  
1. Any child who is six before December 31, must be admitted into grade one during the month 

of September. 

2. Any child who is 4 by December 31 may be entered into an Early Childhood Services 
program.  This could be Kindergarten 4 or 5.
